Account Manager 2.10 Overview

Account Manager is a custom tool that makes it very easy to manage local user account properties on multiple remote Windows NT/2000 systems on a regular basis.  Account Manager uses standard Microsoft Win32 API functions to manage the user accounts.  The only requirement is a user account that has administrator rights over the remote systems.
The initial ‘Welcome’ screen prompts for the name of the user account that will be modified, as well as which options you would like to be modified on this account.

The ‘Select Computers’ screen allows you to build a list of machines where the account properties will be modified.  Machine names are added to this using the Add… button, which displays the ‘Add Computers’ screen (shown following this screen).  Once the list is complete you have the option of saving it to a text file for future use.

‘When you are ready ta begin making the changes, click Finish.
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The ‘Add Computers’ screen allows you to build the list of machines where you want the password change to occur.  Machine names can be added one at a time, or multiple machines can be added by importing from a text file or from the network browse list.
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The final ‘Results’ screen shows a summary of the results.  You have the option of viewing all machines, only the ones that failed, or only the ones that succeeded.  You also have the option to save this list to a file.
