Menu/Button Layout


Main Screen


	Select Subject - Selecting a subject will display a list of students assigned to that subject. Opposite each student's name is the results of their last response (if any) DATE, QUALITY OF RESPONSE (0 TO 5) AND VOLENTEERED (YES/N0). Tapping on a student's name will display the response screen





	Open Control Panel - Opens the control panel





	About - Displays About screen.





	Exit Class-Part - exits the program.





Response Screen


	Response Quality - the meaning of this is left to the instructor. (e.g. use just 0 and 1 to designate right or wrong, or expand to include partial right and wrong)


	Volunteered - Did the student have his/her hand raised when called on, or was he/she hiding under their desk? :-)


	Enter - the Response is recorded. If you fail to enter either selection, it's replaced with an X.


	Cancel - Do nothing and return to the Main Screen.





Control Panel


	Edit/Add Subjects - displays the Edit/Add Subjects screen.





	Edit/Add Students - displays the Edit/Add Students screen





	Assign Subjects - displays the Assign Subjects screen





	Assign Students - displays the Assign Students screen





	RESET ALL - Careful with this one. Deletes all data, resets the system to original state.





	Export Data - Data can be exported in one of two ways. Either as TEXT or as CSV (comma separated values) which can then be imported into EXCEL(tm). These are placed in memo files and transferred to your PC during the next HotSync.





	Import Data - Data can be imported in bulk from PDA memo files. See below for file formats.





	Close Control Panel - return to Main screen





	Exit Class-Part - exits the program.





Edit/Add Subjects and Edit/Add Students screens


	Both of these functions in essentially the same way so are included together.


	When first opened, a list of current Subjects/Students is displayed. To alter an existing selection, tap on the desired subject/student. The name will appear in the field above the list. Alter the name as desired and then select from the following.


	When adding a Students name be sure to follow the listed format:


	LAST NAME, FIRST NAME MI


	A comma MUST be placed between the last and first names. MI(middle initial) is optional.





	Update - The name will be changed as indicated.





	Add as New - A new Subject or Student will be added to the list. Care should be taken to avoid exact duplicates of Subjects or Students.





	Delete - Again be careful here. Once deleted the data for that particular Subject or Student is permanently unavailable.





	Exit - return to the Control Panel.





Assign Subjects Screen


	Select a student from the lower list, the subjects that he/she is currently assigned to will be checked in the subjects list at top. Make any changes and press the Update selection from the menu.





	Update Subjects - Updates the assigned list for the selected student.





	Exit Subjects - returns to the Control Panel.





Assign Students Screen


	The opposite if Assign Subjects Screen. Select a subject from the Select Subject option on the menu. In the bottom list all students who are currently assigned to that subject will have a check mark next to their names. Assign or remove students to/from the class by checking or unchecking their names. Then press Update Assignments on the menu.





	Select Subject - Select a subject to assign or remove students to/from.


	


	Clear Selected Students - ALL students are removed from the subject.





	Update Assignments - Updates are made for the selected subject.





	Exit Assign Students - return to the Control Panel.

















Import File Formats





	Data can be imported in bulk from PDA memos. The memo can be created directly from the Palm Desktop software or by creating a Notebook file and then cutting and pasting the text into a new memo.


	Two formats are acceptable for data import.


1.) PRIMARY FILE - Used if all the same students are in all of the subjects.
