[bookmark: _GoBack]CPU Maxer v1.6 - Read Me documentation

This is a tool to make the CPU top 100% utilization and among other things test monitoring alerts. 

 In addition to stressing the system CPUs the application displays basic CPU info like CPU manufacturer, name, number of sockets, cores, etc. It also has the capacity to display the system’s current CPU utilization.

 Release v1.5 added a new thread engine that allowed up to 39 threads to run in parallel. In other words, it was capable of forcing 100% CPU usage in systems of up to 39 CPU cores.

 The latest release, v1.6, does not incorporate any functional changes but it provides two important platform changes:

- CPUMaxer.exe is now a x64 executable

- The application is built on top of the updated .NET 4 framework

 To use it, simply run the exe file, select the number of threads to run and click Apply button; to stop the threads select 0 as the number of threads and click apply. The number of threads to select should be the same as the number of CPUs on the system.

 IMPORTANT: if you start more saturating threads than CPUs on the system, the application might get unresponsive for up to a few minutes until the threads are started.

 System requirements: the tools required .NET 4.0 runtime to be installed.

It has been successfully tested in the following OSs: Windows 8 x64 with two CPUs, and Windows Server 2012 R2 with two vCPUs.
